A request from your Voter

1. Genuinely uphold my right to life as enshrined in our Constitution. This calls for instituting a Social Security scheme which will ensure a dignified life for the weakest of the weak, for there cannot be real prosperity unless each citizen is assured of basic survival.
2. Create and maintain an environment of genuine peace and brotherhood. This calls for effective and permanent neutralizing of all divisive forces through balanced development, rejuvenated systems of governance and strong law enforcement.
3. Foster an economic system which enables each citizen to earn an honest living, without having to compromise on the principles, moral values, ethics and spiritual thought embedded in our wonderful culture and handed down by our forefathers over thousands of years. This can happen only after the parallel economy and the causes for creation of black money are destroyed permanently.
4. Treat long-term welfare of each Indian citizen (irrespective of caste, creed or any other distinction) as the prime criterion whether formulating laws, planning Policies or designing and implementing new solutions.
5. Abolish the current severely flawed system of taxation and implement a greatly simplified, painless and rational system which will encourage compliance, yield adequate revenue, increase purchasing power and boost economic activity by stimulating demand. 

I request you, as my elected Representative to present this Charter in Parliament and spare no effort till it is implemented in letter and spirit.
